We are
unable to provide full scholarships, but we will work with every family to make camp possible.

CANTEEN ACCOUNT AT CAMP

The Canteen account eliminates the need for your student to bring cash to camp! Money can be added to canteen accounts during the Silver Birch online
registration. Paying the Canteen deposit online also allows you to add money to your student’s account while the student is still at camp. Unused canteen money
is refunded to the camper in cash on the departure day. The SBR Canteen sells food, snacks, SBR t-shirts, sweats, hats, blankets, stuffed animals, jewelry and other
souvenirs.

To add money to your student’s canteen account. Log in to your SBR account - 1) Locate the Financial section on the right side of the Dashboard. 2) Click “Make
Payment.” 3)Click Canteen for a Canteen (Store) payment and follow the payment prompts on the following screens. 4) If you want your camper to have
additional spending money for the Canteen for snacks, etc., it must be added to the defaulted amount.

TRAVELING TO CAMP

Community Christian Church provides the transportation to and from summer camp. The cost of transportation is included in the registration fee.

Buses will make a few bathroom stops on the way to and from camp. We are asking students to bring a sack lunch and snacks to eat on the bus
on the way to camp. Parents are encouraged to add lunch money for the bus trip home onto their child’s Canteen account for a lunch stop (it’s
noted as McDonald’s money online).

PACKING LIST
PLEASE ONLY PACK ONE BAG PLUS BEDDING PER STUDENT!

Sleeping bag or blankets and linens for a twin bed - and a pillow

Shorts, t-shirts, jeans, sweats, socks, underwear, pajamas, swimsuit/swim trunks (see below)

Jeans and closed-toe shoes are required for horseback riding

Sweatshirt/jacket for cool weather

Gym shoes (bring an extra pair that can get wet)

Towels for showering and swimming

Rain gear

Flashlight

Toiletries: soap, toothbrush, toothpaste, shampoo, washcloth, cup, brush/comb, deodorant, sunccreen, bug spray
Bible and notebook

DRESS CODE

Silver Birch Ranch has a detailed dress code that we must adhere to. Anyone not dressed appropriately will be asked to change by the Silver Birch Ranch
Staff so pack appropriately.

Both Males and Females

- All clothing must be in acceptable appearance (no rips or tears in questionable spots).

+ Clothing should not cause undue attention.

+ No attire with reference to any type of alcoholic beverage, illegal substance, lewd, vulgar, indecent or sexually suggestive subjects may be worn.

+ No wording on the back of pants or shorts.

+ Shorts must be modest length. They should be as long as your fingertips when standing with your arms at your side. No short shorts, split-sided jogging shorts
or spandex shorts will be permitted.

« Clothing must not be so tight that it reveals undergarments.

+ Excessively baggy clothing is prohibited.

+ All shorts and tops should fit as the manufacturer intended, and completely cover all under-garments.

« There must be no skin showing between the top of pants and the bottom of shirts while standing.

+ Undergarments must not be seen.

Males

- Shirts must be worn at all times except in the lake, shower or cabin.

- Swimming and water activities - Swim trunks only. (No shorts, cut-off pants, or Speedos.)
+  Swimsuits that do not adequately cover the body are to be covered by a colored T-shirt.

Females

- Halter tops, camisoles, spaghetti straps, tube tops, strapless and/or backless tops, tops with plunging necklines (no cleavage), and tight fitting tops are not
allowed

- Tank tops are permitted as long as they cover all parts and cover undergarments. Shoulder straps on tank tops must be at least two-finger-width wide.

+ Leggings (Spandex/Lycra/yoga style) may only be worn under tops of appropriate length (as long as your fingertips when standing with your arms at your side)

- Items of clothing which expose bare midriffs, bare chests, undergarments, or that are transparent (see-through) are prohibited.

- Swimming and water activities: Modest (no plunging necklines, low-cut backs, and/or high-cut leg openings) one-piece suits are recommended, however, two-
piece tankinis are allowed as long as they are modestly cut and cover the midriff. Swimsuits that do not adequately cover the body are to be covered by a dark
colored T-shirt.

MEDICATION AND HEALTH CARE

Silver Birch Ranch has a Health Care Supervisor on-site that administers all of the medication to campers. Please list your child’s medication on the MEDICAL
tab under the Campers section on the left-hand side of your Silver Birch Ranch online Dashboard screen. You can list his/her Prescription meds and over
the-counter meds that you give SBR permission to dispense as needed on that tab. You can amend this closer to camp time, if needed. Please pack student’s
medications in their original containers in a zip lock back with their name on it. They will be given to the nurse upon arrival at Silver Birch Ranch.

DIETARY RESTRICTIONS: If your child has food allergies, note that on the Silver Birch Ranch registraion form

CAMP ACTIVITIES

Students will spend time as a group in daily worship. There will be teachings and small group activities. During free time, SBR offers many different activities
like horseback riding, archery, rafting or River Adventure, tubing, paintball, group games, swimming, boating, and zip lining. High School campers are given
the option of a special raft trip, which costs $15 and is deducted from the camper’s online general Canteen account or collected in cash at camp. There is no
pre-camp sign-up necessary for this activity.
